This is a statement intended to rebut charges against Youth for Western Civilization.  Youth for Western Civilization will educate, organize and train activists on campuses across the nation to create a culture that will promote the survival of Western Civilization and pride in Western heritage. This movement is focused on the support of Western history, identity, high culture, and pride and opposition to radical multiculturalism, political correctness, racial preferences, mass immigration, and socialism. 

Thus far, Youth for Western Civilization has brought several speakers to campus, including Congressman Virgil Goode and Congressman Tom Tancredo.  In several cases, overt violence, including threats against students both in public and at their dorms, the throwing of bricks and stones, and overt declarations to deny our right of free speech were used.  

While former Congressmen can hardly be considered fringe figures, incredibly, the media has reacted with overwrought “exposes” that consist of repeating the same discredited charges against us from far left groups.  The explicit ethnic chauvinism of our ideological opponents and the extremist far left rhetoric that openly champions ideologies that killed more people than Nazism has been largely ignored.  Youth for Western Civilization has not and will not be responsible for any lawlessness or violence.  The same cannot be said of our opponents.

Just to be clear, Youth for Western Civilization has a multiracial membership and members of all three Abrahamic faiths.  There are no ethnic requirements for joining and the group will work with anyone who joins us.   Nor does the Youth for Western Civilization mission even mention race, which one would expect a supposedly white nationalist  group to do.  

 YWC explicitly advocates the abolition of all race based groups on campuses and we call on those who continue to smear us as “white supremacist” to do the same.   For example, we point out the groups such as the Movimiento Estudiantil Chicano de Aztlán, which has produced major establishment politicians, explicitly advocates race centrism, secession from the United States, and incorporates a machete and dynamite in their logo.  We also respect the right of free speech for all groups on campus, unlike our opponents, and renounce the use of political violence.  The reborn Students for a Democratic Society, in contrast, explicitly chose to name themselves after an extremist left wing group that ultimately degenerated into a terrorist organization.   We point out that all our opponents have to take refuge in are the double standards that have plagued campus conservatives for years.

The specific charges against us are either tired “guilt by association” smears or simply made up out of whole cloth.  For example, founder Kevin DeAnna did not write for the Spartan Spectator as has been repeatedly reported, despite explicit denials.  Nor was he a member of MSU YAF.  Nor did he even go to Michigan State University.   Kevin DeAnna is also the only founder of the group.  Even the Southern Poverty Law Center has not declared us a “hate group” but has dishonestly questioned our association with supposed “white nationalists” who are not even white.

Youth for Western Civilization holds that modern universities have become hotbeds of left wing extremism, trendy multiculturalism instead of real education, and enablers and sometimes practioners of violence and coercion against those who disagree with far left orthodoxy.  We come out of the mainstream conservative movement and we are willing to openly confront the Left and work to change the environment on campus.  This isn’t extremism, and the kind of violence and rhetoric we see from our opponents proves our point.  Youth for Western Civilization has no “secret agenda” but stands for foursquare for the Western Civilization that we all – regardless of race or creed – should identify with and take pride in.  Put another way, YWC is a defender of common sense.
